Learning outcomes

By the end of the lesson students will:

e Understand what labour market information (LMI) is
and why it is important in career planning

e Assess the credibility of LMI sources

e Utilise national and local LMI to assess a favourite
career

Summary of the lesson

Students are introduced to what LMI is through a video
and whole class discussion. As a precursor to the final
activity, students will learn to be critical when using LMI
information and understand that some sources of
information contain author biases. They will assess a
source of LMI in pairs. Finally, students will be asked to
work in twos to create a poster which displays the local
and national labour market information for a chosen
career.

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e Students could talk to an older sibling, parent or family friend about their career and what
they know about the future of their work, asking questions such as:
o Is their job at risk of being automated?
o Are they undertaking any training to ensure they keep up with technological or
other changes in their industry?
o Do they know the five-year projection of their career?
e Using their new found LMI research techniques, students can research any questions the
sibling, parent or family friend is unsure about with the adult
